Planning for SCAR AGM 19th April 2023
This is underway and all notices and documentation is being prepared.

4: 
Traffic accidents at Chester Road/Lazy Hill junction  PCSO Andrea Horsnall present
Andrea, PCSO: Most accidents don’t come through to Staffordshire as boundary on Chester Road is West Midlands police. PCSO does not have access to statistics of accidents due to this. Any changes would be Walsall County Council. It needs to be raised at Parish council meetings for there to be across county working: Mick has requested Shirley to investigate this. Andrea said she would try getting this information, but could not guarantee this would happen. It was discussed that David Smith may be able to connect with his Walsall Counterpart to look into this due to recent reports of a fatality. 

ACTION – Phil to speak with David Smith on this.
Staffordshire Police Smart Alert scheme: Recommended by PCSO that Villagers should sign up for a free text or email message of crime and important incidents in the area and any details that come with it  -  www.staffordshire.police.uk
5:
Cartersfield Lane speeding traffic 
Discussed traffic calming measures to be put in place pass the houses on Cartersfield lane when leaving the village to reduce noise production i.e. chicanes. Permission for residential development on Cartersifeld Lane on abandoned warehouse has been granted. As part of this development there is a condition that there has to be footpath from last house on Cartersfield to the development. Discussed SCAR getting involved to discuss with Elizabeth Little, District Councillor approach to LDC Planning Dept/developers how there can be changes made to make less traffic and speeding through the village. At present 30mph signs are proving ineffective, all discussed possibility of a physical barrier being more effective as signage alone is not working.
ACTION – Mick Cox to be asked to see if he will contact Elizabeth Little                            
6: 
Local road safety for cyclists/pedestrians

Discussed seeing regular cars going up curbs to get pass other cars. Posed this to Andrea (PCSO) to look into as this is getting dangerous, especially with primary school in the village.  
ACTION -  Andrea to advise after investigating. 

7:
Speedwatch   
Andrea, Speedwatch: Currently this is up and running in the village but there is still a very small group covering Stonnall, Shenstone and Little Aston and more volunteers are required. She reported that when there is speeding found via Speedwatch, the car registration details are reported to Police HQ. The offender is then sent a letter, after this if they’re caught again they get a second letter. After this they will get a F2F call from police. Andrea presented statistics from 2021 for all of Staffordshire: Warning letter 9000+, 2nd letters 500, visits 73. Discussed Speedwatch to be present on Cartersfield Lane and Wallheath Lane. 
ACTION - To volunteer for this please contact Mick or Andrea to get involved. 
8:
Staffordshire County Council Traffic survey 
County Councillor, David smith, has put money in to research traffic in local areas. The figures are awaiting analysis by traffic experts at County Council. This includes speed, numbers, times etc. 
9:        Church Road/Gravelly Lane Junction     
Past church (on left) to T-junction out of village. This has been flagged to councillors. As no lighting and blind corner. Various suggestions to improve junction including a) asking Farmer to cut further hedge back b) Mirror to see down the lane.   
ACTION -  Mick and Phil to meet with County Councillor David Smith to discuss options.      
10:
Research on Speed Cameras and 15 Minute Cities, Chicanes and other traffic matters
SCAR to do research on what traffic calming measures are working and what aren’t, as well as costs, so that when we talk to those that have influence we have facts and statistics. Volunteers needed for a group to investigate these and report back toi the SCAR committee at future meetings. 
ACTION - 

One group: numbers of roads in Lichfield that already have them and they work. Lynne – to look in to Chicanes.
Brian - Number recognition signs and cameras (including average) speed camera. 
Maria – 15 minute cities (community that everything you want is within 15 minutes from your home to discourage the use of cars) and the relevance of public transport for this, list of councils involved on internet. 
11:
Research on BLACK COUNTRY PLAN and nearby Housing Developments
Walsall Council– looking at Home Farm (opposite of end of Cartersfield lane going out of the village) looking to put 1500 houses on there. Opposite Pacific nurseries ear marked for development. A group to look into are there going to be new developments, if so how many, where etc. So that we get in early we can discuss with developers RE: infrastructure and roads.
Advised need to get further afield from Stonnall as this plan will impact communities close by. 

ACTION – Phil to ask Adrian Berg if he will get involved in this, Brian to ask Cliff who is a neighbour of Adrians.
